Very cold & blustering worst storm we have had this winter

February 6, 1869

Went to R'ville in a cutter very good sleighing

February 7, 1869

Went to church Ed & myself cold but pleasant did not go to church at night

February 8, 1969

Went to P Hollow with two horses & to R'ville at night to church

February 9. 1869

Went to R’ville got Bill Horse shod splendid sleighing

February 10, 1869

Helped Boutons folks thrash

foggy

February 11, 1869

Went to R'ville at night to church at methodist xx

Took Conkling a load of straw got horse shod soot bs in all 1250

Went to Millers on a visit with two horses nice day & warm also had rail road meeting xx

February 14, 1869

Went to R'ville & was to go to Chesterville but did not go -----February

17, 1869

Was quite unwell with a bad cold John was here choping wood

Austin Bouton was married

February 18, 1869

Was quite sick with a cold nothing more to note

February 19, 1869

Done nothing to note Still some unwell blustering & cold

February 20, 18689

Perry went to R'ville Drawed out some wood with cutter

February 21, 1869

Went to Church I & Perry I went to Presbyterian

February 22, 1869

Drawed load buck to R'ville & to lecture at night----February

23, 1869

Nothing of importance rain & cold towards night

February 24, 1869

Drawed wood to R'ville cold & nice winter weather

Finished drawing wood to Becker & Oswald which made us square

February 25, 1869

Drawed on load of wood to R'ville & went to the wedding at night of Lib Cooke nice evening & splendid sleighing

February 26, 1869

Very stormy all day from south east & cold

February 27, 1869

Went to R'ville cold & blustering

February 28, 1869

Very cold & drifted quite bad

March 1, 1869

Went to R'ville & to shafers to by some oats but could not get any

March 2, 1869

Drawed two loads of wood to R'ville & went down in the afternoon in cutter

March 3, 1869

Went to P Hollow to get some oats of Bean got 27 bush for 90 cts I was up to Boutons

to see about rubbing seed

March 4, 1869

Went to the Vendue of H Delamater bought 20 bush of com of Gifford bad day coldest night we have had this winter

March 5, 1869

Went to R'ville in cutter got Jack shod

March 6, 1869

Went to Giffords after com got 20 bush & Paid him1.25

$25.00 in full Also settled in full with Mark Felter paid him $11.80

March 7, 1869

The weather was cold & blustering coldest weather we have had this winter

March 8, 1869

Went after Plaster got 500 pounds cold & blustering

March 9, 1869

Went to R'ville in a cutter Drove Bill Horse nice sleighing

March 10, 1869

drawed up seed to Boutons to have rubbed foggy & rainy

March 11, 1869

Went to R'ville & took load of clover seed to Boutons

March 12, 1869

Went to R'ville Ed went along to see Finch nice sleighing

March 13, 1869

Went to Rail road meeting at R'ville Nice day

March 14, 1869

Went to Livingstonville with Bill Coggshall nice day he took supper here intended to go to

church but it rained 7 squalled & I did not go

March 15, 1869

Nothing to note of importance cold & Blustering rough day

Anna Crawford was married sunday night

March 16, 1869

Went to R‘ville cold but pleasant done nothing to note of importance

March 17, 1869

Done nothing of importance the weather cold & nice sleighing snow very deep all over &

no prospects of spring yet

March 18, 1869

Went to R’ville in afternoon cold & blowing some but good sleighing

March 19, 1869

Nothing to note of importance fixed my boots the weather cloudy & cold

March 20, 1869

Went to R’ville nice sleighing had snowed some

March 21, 1869

Went to Church at the Baptist L Purrington preached very cold day cold as any we have had this winter

March 22, 1869

Nothing to note of importance was up to Teters at night cold & all
