This Indenture   Made the Eight day of September in the year of our Lord one thoufand seven hundred - 


eighty nine  BETWEEN Stephen Van Rensselaer, Efquire, Proprietor of the Manor of Renffelaerwyck, in the County of Albany and State of New-York, of the firth part; and  Coenradt Swart of Renffelaer 


Ville's of the Manor of Renfselaerwyck aforesaid Husbandman  of fecond part, WITNESSETH, That the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, for and in confideration of Five Shillings, to 


him in hand paid, by the faid party of the fecond part, (the receipt whereof he doth hereby acknowledge) and alfo, for and in confideration of the Yearly Rents, Covenants and Conditions, herein after contained, on the part of the faid party - 


of the fecond part,  his  heirs, executors and adminiftrators, to be paid, kept and performed, HATH granted, bargained, fold, remifed, releafed and confirmed; and by thefe prefents, DOTH grant, bargain, fell, remife, releafe and confirm, unto 


the faid party of the fecond part, and to  his  heirs and affigns, ALL that FARM, piece or parcel of LAND, fituate, lying and being in the Manor of Renffelaerwyck aforefaid, and bounded as follows, to wit:  on the west side of Hudsons river -

excepted always and referved out of this prefent grant, unto the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs and affigns, All mines and minerals, that now are or hereafter may be found in or upon the faid farm, piece or parcel of land;  and alfo, all creeks, 


kills, ftreams and runs of water, in and upon the faid premifes, together with the foil under the water, and the right, privilege and liberty of erecting, upon any part of the faid hereby granted premifes, fuch and fo many mills and mill-dams, and fuch other 


works and buildings, for the convenient working of the faid mines and for the ufe of the faid mills, as he the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs or affigns, fhall and may think proper; and alfo, all fuch part of the faid land as may by the faid dams be

Yielding and Paying therefore, yearly and every year, during the continuance of this grant, unto the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs and affigns, the yearly rent of  Thirty -- Skipples good merchantable winter wheat 


& four fat Ponts to be delivered at the Mansion house of the said Stephan Van Renfselaer his heirs or a forigns in the faid Manor & perform one days labor with Carriage & horse – 


in and upon the  second - day of  January  in each year:  And the faid party of the fecond part, for  himself his  heirs, executors, adminiftrators and affigns, Doth covenant, grant and agree, to and with the faid Stephen Van 


Renffelaer, his heirs and affigns, that  he-  the faid party of the fecond part,  his  heirs, executors, adminiftrators and affigns, will from time to time, well and truly pay or caufe to be paid unto the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs and affigns, the 


yearly rent above referved, at the days and times and in manner aforefaid;  And will alfo, well and truly difcharge and pay all taxes, charges and affeffments, ordinary and extraordinary, taxed, charged or affeffed, and which may be hereafter taxed, 


charged or affeffed, to or upon the faid hereby granted premifes, or upon any part or parcel thereof, or upon the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs, executors, adminiftrators and affigns, by any act of legisflature, or by county rates or otherwife how- 


foever, for or in refpect of faid premifes, or any part thereof, and indemnify the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs, executors, adminiftrators and affigns, of, from and againft any damages, cofts and charges, which he or they or any of them may fuftain 


or to put to, by reafon of any neglect in the due and puncfual difcharge and payment of the faid taxes, charges and affeffments:  And the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, doth hereby further fave and referve unto himfelf, his heirs and affigns, the one equal 


fourth - part of all purchafe or confideration monies, or other things in lieu thereof, arifing or that may arife by or from the felling, demifing, affigning, or any how difpofing of the premifes hereby granted, or any part thereof, by the faid party of the 


fecond part,  his  heirs, executors, adminiftrators, or affigns; and when and as often as the fame fhall be fold, demifed, affigned or otherwife difpofed of:  And the faid party of the fecond part for  himfelf his  heirs, executors, adminiftrators and affigns, Doth 


covenant, grant and agree to and with the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs and affigns, that  he-  and they will well and truly pay or deliver unto the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs or affigns, the faid one equal  fourth-  part of the faid 


monies or other things in lieu thereof, arifing or which may arife by, from or out of every fuch fale, demife, affignment or other difpofition aforefaid; and further, that prior to any fuch fale, demife, affignment or other difpofition aforefaid, the faid party of the 


fecond part,  his  heirs or affigns, fhail and will make an offer, in writing, unto the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs or affigns, or the faid premifes, or of fuch part there of and for fuch eftate therein, as the faid party of the fecond part,  his  


heirs or affigns, fhall intend to difpofe of, fpecifying the fame, and the price, value or confideration, which  he  the faid party  of the fecond part,  his  heirs or affigns, is or are willing to take for the fame; and if the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, 


his heirs or affigns, on his or their part, fhall within twenty-one days, after fuch offer made as aforefaid, agree to take and accept the faid premifes or the part thereof fo offered, at the price, value or confideration fpecified in fuch offer, and fhall 


within the fame twenty-one days pay or deliver fuch price, value or confideration, after deducting thereout the faid one equal  fourth-  part thereof, and the arrears of rent, if any there be, unto the faid party  of the fecond part,  his  heirs of affigns; then 


and in fuch cafe, the faid party  of the fecond part,  his  heirs or affigns, fhall and will forthwith, after fuch payment or delivery made, well and fufficiently convey and affure unto the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs or affigns, the faid premifes, or the 


part thereof offered, and for fuch eftate therein as fhall have been in that behalf fpecified;  Provided always, that if the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs or affigns, shall not, within the faid twenty-one days for that purpofe limited, agree to take 


and accept the faid premifes, or the part thereof so offered as aforefaid, at fuch price, value or confideration as aforefaid, and fhall not within the frame twenty-one days, pay or deliver fuch price, value or confideration, after fuch deduction thereout as 


aforefaid, unto the faid party of the fecond part,  his  heirs of affigns, then it fhall be lawful for the faid party of the fecond part,  his  heirs or affigns, to fell, demise, affign, or otherwife difpofe of the faid premifes, or the part thereof  fo offered, 


unto any perfon or whomforever; Provided neverthelefs, and thefe Prefents are upon the exprefs Condition, That every fale, demife, affignment or other difpofition of the faid premifes hereby granted, or any part thereof, by the faid party of the fecond 


part,  his  heirs or affigns, to any perfon or perfons, other than to the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs or affigns, or other than by procefs or compulfion of law, for the confideration of money or other things in lieu thereof, fhall be utterly void and 


of no effect in law or equity, unlefs fuch offer thereof fhall have been made, and not accepted and complied with as aforefaid, and unlefs the faid party of the fecond part,  his-  heirs or affigns, or the perfon of perfons to whom fuch fale, affignment, or 


other difpofition fhall have been made, fhall, within twenty-one days thereafter, well and truly pay or deliver unto the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs or affigns, the faid one equal  fourth-  part of the faid price, value or confideration, for 


which the faid premifes or any part thereof, as the cafe may be, fhall have been offered to the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs or affigns, together with all arrears of rent which may be then due:  Provided further, and thefe Prefents are upon this 


further condition, That every fale of the faid premifes or any part thereof, by procefs of law againft the faid party of the fecond part,  his  heirs, executors, adminiftrators or affigns, fhall alfo be void and of no effect, unlefs the purchafer or purchafers 


thereof fhall, within twenty-one days after fuch fale, pay unto the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs or affigns, a fum of money equal to one  fourth-  part of the fum which the faid premifes or the part thereof fo fold, fhall be ftruck off or 


fold by virtue of fuch procefs, to the faid purchafer or purchafers:  Provided alfo, and thefe Prefents are upon this further Condition, That the faid party of the fecond part,  his  heirs or affigns, fhall not at any time hereafter, erect, or permit or caufe to be 


erected any mill or mill-dam, or any other work or building whatfoever, upon any kill, creek, ftream or run of water, in or upon the premifes hereby granted: and further fhall not at any time hereafter, commit any wafte of any kind or nature whatfoever: 


And the faid party of the fecond part,  his  heirs, executors, adminiftrators, and affigns, Doth covenant, grant and agree, to and with the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs and affigns, that neither the faid party  of the fecond part,  his   heirs nor affigns, fhall 


or will give or caufe to be given, any manner of let, hindrance or obftruction whatfoever to the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs or affigns, to the prejudice of any or either of them, in the full enjoyment of all the rights, titles, privileges and eafements, 


faved, referved and excepted, unto the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs and affigns, by the favings, refervations and exceptions in thefe prefents contained: And the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, for himfelf, his heirs and affigns, Doth hereby covenant, 


grant and agree, to and with the faid party  of the fecond part  his  heirs and affigns, that they and each of them paying the rent aforefaid, and performing, fulfilling and keeping, all and fingular the covenants, conditions and agreements herein 


contained on  his  or their and each of their parts, to be preformed, fulfilled and kept, fhall and may lawfully, peaceably and quietly have, hold, poffefs, occupy and enjoy the premifes hereby conveyed, and every part thereof, with the appurtenances 


(except as before excepted) unto the faid party of the fecond part,  his  heirs and affigns, without any fuit, trouble, eviction, hindrance, interruption or difturbance, of, by or from the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, or of, by or from any perfon or perfons 


whomfoever, lawfully claiming, or to claim by, from or under him, the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, and that he the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, and his heirs, fhall and will hereby warrant and defend the faid premifes, to the party  of the fecond part,  his 


heirs and affigns, againft any perfon or perfons lawfully claiming the fame:  Provided always, neverthelefs, That if it fhall fo happen, that the rent above referved or any part thereof fhall be behind and unpaid, by and for the space of  forty-  


days next after the faid days of payment, that then, and in every fuch cafe, it fhall and may be lawful to and for the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs and affigns, or any of them, at the option of the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs or affigns, either 


to profecute for the recovery of the fame in fome court of record, or in perfon, or by his or their fervant or fervants, bailiff or bailiffs, into the whole or any part of the premifes to enter, and there to diftain, and the diftrefs fo taken, to lead, drive and carry 


away, and the fame to expofe to fale at public vendue, and out of the monies therefrom arifing, to deduct the rent then due and in arrear together with the cofts of diftrefs and sale, and to return the overplus, if any there be, unto the faid party  of the fecond 


part,  his  heirs or affigns:  And provided further, and thefe Prefents and every Thing herein contained are upon this exprefs Condition, That if it fhould at any time happen, that no fufficient diftrefs can be found upon the premifes, to fatisfy fuch rent due 


and in arrear as aforefaid, or if any or either of the covenants and conditions herein before contained, on the part of the faid party  of the fecond part,  his  heirs and affigns, to be performed, fulfilled and kept, fhall not be performed, fulfilled and kept, 


or fhall be broken, then and in each and every fuch cafe, and from thenceforth and at all times thereafter, it fhall be lawful to and for the faid Stephen Van Renffelaer, his heirs and affigns, or any of them, into the whole of the hereby granted premifes, 


and into every or any part thereof, in the name of the whole, to re-enter, and the fame, as in his and their former eftate, to have again, re-poffefs and enjoy; and the faid party  of the fecond part  his-  heirs and affigns and all others, thereout and from 


thence utterly to expel, put out and amove, This Indenture, or any thing herein contained to the contrary hereof, in any wife notwithftanding.
